First and least impressive: teach every man, woman, and child that | can
the actual spelling, meaning, and role of the haftarah portion. | have tried
this in the past but it is now a priority to me. Please, friends, it is spelled
haftarah in transliteration and it has NOTHING to do with the Torah or with
the word half. Remember that it means closing or final and that it is the
name for the final selection from the Bible that is read publicly on Shabbat
after we have read the Torah portion. As | usually explain every Shabbat
morning, the haftarah portion is most often a selection from the Prophets
and gives us the chance to learn from that section of the Bible to which we
might otherwise not give attention.

Second, | would like to help us appreciate the critical importance of Shab-
bat in a Jewish life. | plan to teach more about this in other venues but the
intrinsic value of Shabbat to Judaism is too often overlooked in our world
which is run according to non-Jewish schedule. Every way that we can
bring some ritual or taste of Shabbat into our lives will have a significant
impact on the rest of our lives. | know that | have not proven that fact sim-
ply by stating it but | promise that | will do my best to make a compelling
case for bringing more Shabbat into our world.

The third goal that | have for our growth together is that we take the danger
of gossip more seriously. While | certainly have as much to learn here as
does anyone else, | worry that we are so much better at talking about it
rather than practicing a fino gossi
sees the root of so many evils as springing from gossip but helping us to
take these lessons into our souls i that is much more difficult. Perhaps you
have some ideas for ways that we can tackle this together.

Even as | write this, | know that eight goals is trying to do too much! But |
cannot stop with these three and | am eager to know what you might add to
my list. Please email me with your suggestions and help me once again
break my resolve to stop stuffing too much to do into too little time!!!
