A deposit of $100 per child should be sent in with application for student enrollment.  Financial Aid request forms may be obtained upon request.

Important Things to Know
7th Grade.  7th Grade will continue with their special expanded curriculum to include four afternoon extended day parent-student sessions.  All 7th graders  will be expected to participate in these exciting events which will have extended school hours from 12:00-1:30 pm.  

8th Grade ONEG.  8th Graders begin ONEG on Sunday mornings.  Their course of study encompasses a variety of activities including giving back to the rest of the temple community by facilitating temple wide events such as Katz Family Education Day as well as other Religious School programs like Hanukkah and Purim rotations.  Furthermore, they focus on strengthening their Jewish identities through engaging in discussions on relevant topics through the timeless lens of Torah.  Their participation in 8th Grade ONEG begins to fulfill the  covenant they made upon becoming a bar/bat mitzvah.  For their efforts, they receive a nominal fee at the end of the Religious School year.

Transferring from a Jewish Day School.  Our religious school continues to change and grow to meet our students’ Hebrew needs.  As your family transitions from a Jewish day school to a secular school, keep in mind that all Bar/Bat Mitzvah candidates must attend at least four consecutive years of Hebrew learning.  Former day school students are expected to attend Sunday mornings; however, after a Hebrew assessment, students may placed into a special Ulpan program with advanced level Hebrew.  These assessments correspond to our Kippah levels and must be taken every year as students move up to new Kippah levels.

My Child Will Attend a Jewish Day School. If your child/ren will continue to attend one of the local Jewish Day schools in the Atlanta area, PLEASE COMPLETE THE JEWISH DAY SCHOOL INFORMATION FORM included.

When Does School Start?

K-8th Graders start back on Sunday, August 29, 2010.  

9th – 12th Graders will start their Wednesday Night ONEG sessions on September 1, 2010.  Our post 
confirmation students (11th and 12th graders) will participate on a monthly basis.  Special speakers and activities will be the 
focus.

School Hours

All students in grades K-8 are to report to school on Sunday mornings from 9:15am - 12:00pm.  Students in 
grades 3-6 will need to come to religious school a second day for Hebrew learning.  Families may select   either 
Wednesday EARLY session or Wednesday   LATE   session      (i.e. 4:00pm - 5:30pm or  5:00pm – 
6:30pm, respectively).  Wednesday Night ONEG is from 6:45pm - 8:30pm.


What Are The Fees?

Please return all completed registration forms by July 15, 2010.  If you have financial concerns regarding school fees, please speak directly to Judy Serkin, our Membership Services and Programs Administrator  about available scholarships.**  Registration materials should be submitted with a deposit of $100.00 per student which will be applied to our book/supplies fees for the 2010-2011 year.  You will be billed for the remainder of the school fees through our main accounts department.  Fifty percent (50%) of the school fees are due by July 15, 2010, and the balance (payment in full) is due by October 30, 2010.  What do your fees pay for?
